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In February 2008, Torah Links launched JUST SAY SHEMA I, a learning campaign, 

whose goal was to educate participants in the core belief of the Jewish people. The program 

featured a four part lecture series, including a creative kid’s program encouraging children 

to say Shema at bedtime.  Subsequently the program was adapted by a number of outreach 

organizations in 22 cities throughout the United States and Canada.  

 

Building on last year’s success, Torah Links introduces JUST SAY SHEMA II, whose 

goal is to bring Shema from prayer to practice.  A four lecture part series with practical 

applications to enhance the Jewish home is this year’s focal point.  with the opportunity to 

gain new insight into the practicalities of this timeless prayer.
